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CAMPING INFORMATION
We have a small area just off our woodlands which is suitable for organised camping groups. This area will comfortable accommodate four 2/3 berth tents.
This secluded area is only accessible from the main woodland path, approximately 2 minutes walk from the farm yard. This area has it’s own BBQ site for your use.
The main toilets at the farm are available 24hours a day, if groups who are camping wish to have a separate toilet/shower facility, this can be arranged.
There are several taps on site, not all are suitable for drinking water. Drinking Water is available from the tap on the outside of the workshop building, to the right of the black woodwork doors.

The many other people that make up the daily community on the farm include volunteers, adults with learning difficulties on work placements and members of the public enjoying the wonders of nature which offer a calming and therapeutic environment. It is a fantastic recipe that makes the Amelia Trust an amazing place to be.

As a charity wishing to encourage people to access the countryside, we do not charge individual members of the public entry to the farm. However, we do not receive any core funding so we encourage visitors to leave a donation to help us manage and maintain the facilities.

Group Booking (Groups are 12 or more people) 

Groups of 12 or more need to book and there is a charge. 

Important Information for Group Leaders

· We recommend that you make a pre visit in order to familiarise yourself with the site and double check that our facilities are suitable for your needs. 

· Group Leaders are responsible for the care, supervision and safety of the group whilst on the premises.

· On arrival please sign in at the Farm Office, where you will be welcomed and informed of the fire evacuation procedure and any other relevant information. 

· During your visit staff will be happy to answer any questions, please remember that staff work with young people as an alternative form of education, the farm is an outdoor classroom. 
First Aid

· Please provide your own First Aid kit.

· Any dangerous incidents must be reported to the farm office or duty staff immediately.

· Any minor accidents should be reported in your own Accident Book.

· Any serious accidents involving overnight stays in hospital or significant medical attention (e.g. fractures or sprains) must be reported to the Amelia Trust Farm Office.

· Group leaders must appreciate that this is a working farm. Although the Amelia Trust endeavours to minimise hazards in the environment, it is the leaders of the group who must consider the appropriate risk controls for any activities that might expose them to hazards.
· An out of hours Doctors Service is available at Barry Hospital. There is also a minor injuries unit open Monday to Friday, 9am – 4pm., telephone number: 01446 704000. The main A&E (hopefully you won’t need it) is at the University Hospital of Wales in Cardiff telephone number: 029 2074 7747.
Site Rules
· No alcohol is permitted on the site.

· Groups are expected to leave the premises as they find it (i.e. clean and tidy) and to replace, or pay for, any damaged items before departure. 

· The Amelia Trust Farm encourages recycling, please use the recycling bins provided. Any rubbish is to be tied up into suitable bags and disposed of into green wheelie bins; it helps us if you are able to take your rubbish with you. 

· We are a working farm therefore if your visit consists of an overnight stay at the farm we request that dogs/pets are brought with prior consent only.

Car Parking and vehicles on site
· Car parking is provided free of charge. The car parks are covered by 24 hour CCTV.

· On arrival of a coach, a member of the Amelia Trust Farm staff will advise the driver of loading and parking arrangements.
· Groups that need to load/unload equipment follow the delivery signs, once loaded/unloaded please return the car to the car park. 

Other Information
· There is a public pay phone across the yard from the bunkhouse. 
· The Amelia Trust Farm is linked to the Valeways paths through the Vale of Glamorgan. The farm is part of the Llancarfan Circular (North) Route.  Maps of the Valeways walks are located in the Visitor Centre.
How to keep yourself and the animal’s safe on a working farm

· Do not touch the animals.

· Do not feed any animals or poultry:
· It has been illegal to feed catering waste to farmed animals in the UK since 2001 and the whole of the European Union since 2003. The law is to help prevent outbreaks of foot and mouth and other animal diseases. 
· Do not allow the animals or birds to eat your food. Human food may contain a lot of fats and salts, which are unhealthy for animals and birds and may lead to their death.
· Each animal on the farm is fed daily and is on a specific diet.
· Even feeding animals grass by hand can make animals aggressive to all humans as they look for food. 

· Do not enter where there is livestock, unless stated otherwise. 

· Please ensure children are supervised by adults at all times. You are visiting a working farm, where there may be machinery at work, livestock being moved and many more hazards. 

· Access will frequently change to certain areas due to work commitments. Please follow any instructional signs. 

· Do not climb walls, gates or fences. 
· Responsible adults should discourage visitors from eating near animals.
· Please ensure all group members wash their hands with soap and water. There are numerous sinks around the yard, hot water and hand drying facilities are available in the Toilet Block. Sanitising hand gels are not a substitute for thorough handwashing with soap, but can be used after handwashing. 

· Dogs are welcome to site on a lead. 

· Pregnant visitors - we offer our congratulations but please remember to avoid contact with the farm sheep, goats, rabbits and cats.

How to find us

From Cardiff/Culverhouse Cross

Follow the A48 towards Cowbridge – the road from Culverhouse Cross goes up the hill between Marks and Spencer and McDonalds. You’ll go through a village called St. Nicholas, as you leave the village you’ll see a golf course on the right and then a turning to the left signposted for Cardiff Airport. Take this left turn (Five Mile Lane, A4226) and we are on the right after approx 1 ¼ miles. As you go into the 40mph zone, we are at the top of the hill.

From Bridgend/Cowbridge

Follow the A48 towards Cardiff. You’ll go through a village called Bonvilston, as you leave the village there is a right turn filter lane signposted for Cardiff Airport. Take this right turn (Five Mile Lane, A4226) and we are on the right after approx 1 ¼ miles. As you go into the 40mph zone, we are at the top of the hill.

From Penarth/Barry

Follow Port Road East and then Port Road West (you’ll pass a fire station on your right) until you come to a roundabout with a petrol station (Co-operative) on the left hand side. Take the third exit (Five Mile Lane, A4226) signposted Duffryn and follow this road for approx 3 miles. The farm is the second drive on the left hand side AFTER the Walterston turning. If you get as far as the National Speed Limit signs, you’ve gone too far.

From Llantwit Major/Rhoose

Follow the A4226 until you pass the Cwm Ciddy Inn on the right hand side. At the next roundabout, take the first exit (Five Mile Lane, A4226) signposted Duffryn and follow this road for approx 3 miles. The farm is the second drive on the left hand side AFTER the Walterston turning. If you get as far as the National Speed Limit signs, you’ve gone too far.
